1. Apologies: Melanie Rogers, Donna McConnell, Linda Dunn, Helen Ward, Heather Griffiths 

2. Minutes: The minutes from the AGM 9th Feb 2007 meeting were approved.
3. Treasurers Report: Douglas Allan (Treasurer) provided the current financial status of the AANPE (See Appended).  The current projection is for the Association to support two members to attend the 2008 NONPF Conference, and meet other necessary expenses associated with the annual events.
4. Co-Opted Committee Members:  It was noted that the membership database falls into two members remit.  Firstly, Douglas Allan manages the listing in relation to membership fees.  Secondly, David Barton manages the listing that is available to our website and records all associate members and co-opted members.  The Web based membership lists and Email distribution lists have now amended to reflect the particulars of membership as agreed in the AANPE constitution.

5. Election of Committee Members – Schedule:  Following the adoption of the constitution at the February 2007 AGM it was agreed that the next committee elections will be held at the AGM 2009.  Elections of AANPE Committee posts will be staged to prevent a complete change of membership at any one election.  Posts up for the first election are to be decided at the next meeting.  
6. Attendance at the NONPF Conference:  It was noted that AANPE committee members have attended the NONPF conference.  Thy will provide a brief report on this.  Nominations for next years NONPF conference will be considered at the next (November 2007) AANPE Meeting. 

AANPE National Meeting: After careful review of the national conference market, and in the light of the current financial situation for many service colleagues, it was deemed more appropriate to deliver one, well-attended quality annual AANPE event.  The committee members present agreed on an AANPE meeting, AGM (28th February 2008) and national speakers on the 29th February 2008.  

It was provisionally agreed that the event would be held in Birmingham (subject to accommodation availability).  Suggested Speakers were: Jill Macleod Clark, Karen Middleton, Ros Moore, Paul Blakeman, Sarah Thewlis.  

The following was agreed in regard of attendance fees:  Members – attendance free with refreshment fee of £15 per individual

Non members - £50 per head – payable before the day.

The committee would welcome sponsorship if members can identify possible sources.

12.  NMC Clinical Mentorship:  It was noted that the AANPE Chair has lobbied the NMC in regard of the Mentorship consultations.  NMC Professional advisors have responded to AANPE perspectives positively.

13. Council of Deans: It was noted for the record that the AANPE has establised collaborative links with the Council of Deans.

14.  Lobbying on Lecturer job losses:  The committee noted correspondence received from members regarding this matter.  It was agreed that the AANPE would offer support to the Council of Deans who are active in this area.  ACTION DB

15.  Modenising Nursing Careers:  It was noted for the record that the AANPE is giving representation to the DoH MNC initiative.
16.  Skills for Health:  It was noted for the record that the AANPE has contacts with key individuals representing developments in Skills for Health.
