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1. Welcome and introductions
Douglas welcomes all to the meeting particularly Wendy who was attending her first meeting and also Julie who was attending the meeting as an observer. Lillian was also welcomed in absentia.

2. Apologies

These were duly noted.

3. Formation of new committee, including appointment of officers
It was noted that Douglas was in his second year as Chair and Linda as Secretary and that Douglas also remained as Treasurer. Wendy and Lillian have joined the committee following the recent AGM.
4. Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes were agreed as an accurate record of the meeting.
5. Matters arising

NONPF Conference It was noted that no applications had been received to attend the meeting in 2011.
NHS London Survey Katrina reported that the draft document had been published and she agreed to circulate this to committee members. 

Charitable Status Douglas advised that he had investigated this and proposed that we take no further action. We would require to register with the charity commissioner for each of the countries in the UK and furthermore would require to have the financial records professionally audited as we probably breached the £5000 limit. It was agreed that this would not be pursued further.

Position Statement Considerable discussion took place and position statements from similar organisations were considered. It was agreed to proceed with a position statement on the educational provision associated with advanced practice. Action: Douglas will circulate a draft for consideration.
6. Feedback on annual seminar/AGM 2011
Hilary reported that all of the feedback received had been very positive with many people complimenting the usefulness of the day. Initial discussion took place regarding the 2012 meeting and it was agreed that this should be held in London – possible suggestions included London South Bank University, City University or utilising Open University premises. These will be investigated for cost and suitability and reported on at the next meeting. Further suggestions are welcome.

7. Committee priorities and plan of work

The plan agreed at the AGM was acknowledged as below:

· Respond to Professor Dickon Weir-Hughes request to offer evidence to the NMC as to where lack of regulation of ANP is causing public protection concerns;

· Respond to national consultations and initiatives and participate in policy initiatives where our input is sought;

· Lobby in support of education for advanced practice at the highest national levels;

· Continue working towards the launch of an Advanced Practice E-Journal;

· Continue working on the AANPE ANP portfolio;

· Support members attending meetings and conferences that further AANPE’s aims;

· Promote and assist with the organisation of the 7th International Nurse Practitioner/Advanced Practice Nursing Network Conference to be held in London, August 2012

· Organise next year’s AANPE Annual Conference and AGM.

8. Feedback from RCN Nurse Practitioner Association meetings 
Katrina continues to attend the Nurse Practitioner Association (NPA) meetings as AANPE representative.  She reported that the next UK conference would be on the 9 and 10 December 2011 and whilst the last conference had reduced numbers the quality of the papers was high. 

In 2012 the ICN Advanced Practice network will hold its conference in London and there is a call for abstracts out at present (Deadline 30 November 2011).
9. Advanced practice regulation activity        
Nothing to report not covered elsewhere in the minutes.

10. Book Commission
Dave reported on progress with the advanced practice book commission from Palgrave Macmillan. A proposal has been prepared and he requires volunteers to contribute to the chapters.
11. Britain’s Nurses
Katrina reported on a meeting she had with Matthew Jennings regarding this project. It seeks to improve the image of nursing by providing accurate and factual advice to enquirers. It would appear that our involvement might be to field questions on advanced practice which it was agreed was something that we would be willing to do. No further action is required at this stage.

12. Portfolio working group
The group have undertaken their preliminary work and are planning to meet and start the process of writing up.

13. Finance Report
It was reported that the bank balance is £3153.43 with 6 HEIs whose annual subscriptions had been processed but money had not yet reached the account. 16 HEIs have paid their subscription for 2011-12 with 20 outstanding.

14. Committee members expenses

Douglas explained about a misunderstanding that had arisen at the last AGM with regard to a claim for travel. Following discussion it was agreed that committee member travel expenses would be refunded to attend the AGM in future however accommodation expenses would not be included. It was further agreed that a retrospective payment would be made to 2 members from the last AGM.
